C rystal Lake in Laga on the north coast of East Timor
is a beautiful geological phenomenon. At the end of
eash dry season, salt rises from underground water
springs, that are filled by the ocean some 500mt away,
and turns the whole area white. The community gather
the salt and divide it equally among traditional owners
and themselves. Legend
tells that a buffalo wan-
dered to Laga from llio-
mar on the south coast
and his passing into the
spirit world created the
Crystal Lake. Thus the
people of Laga and lliomar
are connected to each
other through this legend.
Our friends from lliomar
were given a massive
sack of salt when we
visited the lake in Oct.
